3D format is alternative for 3D broadcast, which is pretty similar to side-by-side 3D except
that it halves the vertical resolution instead. Available primarily up to 720p resolution, top-
and-bottom 3D offers 1280 pixels horizontally.

As its name suggests, this format stacks the left and right eye images in each frame to retain
the content's original resolution for the best 3D pictures.

Another
key differentiator is that all 3D TVs should be able to automatically detect frame-packing 3D
signals and correctly display the content without user intervention.
