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Setting up the TV set for the first time

1 Fitting the stand

For the stand installation, there is one type of screw
provided as shown below.

To complete the stand installation you will require a
cross head screw driver.

Place the TV set on a flat and clean surface with the
panel facing downwards to avoid damage.

Used for attaching the stand
to the TV set (fig.2)

Place the TV set on a flat and clean surface with the
panel facing downwards to avoid damage, then fix

the stand feet shown.
The feet are marked L (left) and R (right).

TV panel must be facing downwards.

When the stand feet are installed correctly the

stand feet will be longest at the front of the TV
and shortest at the back with the feet pointing
away from each other.

Secure the stand feet to the underside of the TV
set using the 4 screws provided.
